ONMENTAL HEALTH WHEN IS A HEALTH PERMIT 
REQUIRED FOR SIDEWALK 

VENDING?

If your sidewalk vending business includes the 
following types of packaged foods that do not spoil:

A health permit is NOT required because these types 
of packaged food are not as perishable and less 

likely to make someone sick.

All other types of sidewalk vending businesses with 
unpackaged or perishable foods such as:

Corn

Cut Fruit

Hot Dogs

Churros

Tacos

Tamales

Shaved Ice

A health permit IS REQUIRED because these types 
of food can spoil easily and need special handling 

or they could make someone very sick.

VENDING REQUIREMENTS

• Riverside County Ordinance 853 requires sidewalk vendors
to have a valid Sidewalk Vending Permit with the County of
Riverside Transportation Department.

• To apply for a Sidewalk Vending Permit, provide the
following:

• Completed application and $79 permit fee,
• CA Driver’s License or ID card, individual taxpayer ID

number, or Social Security Card (this information is not a
public record and will remain confidential),

• Riverside County Business Registration Certificate,
• Valid Mobile Food Facility Permit from Riverside County

Environmental Health, if selling unpackaged or
perishable food.

PENALTIES AND FINES

• Vendors who have a Sidewalk Vending Permit but violate the
requirements or restrictions can be fined between $100 and
$500.

• Vendors who don’t have a Sidewalk Vending Permit may be fined
between $250 and $1,000 per day.

• Vendor’s equipment and items may be taken and/or destroyed if
they violate certain provisions of the Ordinance 853.

REQUIREMENTS AND RESTRICTIONS

• Keep 4 feet of space for pedestrians to walk.
• Can not sell within 500 feet of elementary, middle, or high schools.

• La Ordenanza 853 del Condado de Riverside requiere que los
vendedores ambulantes tengan un permiso de venta de banqueta válido
con el Departamento de Transporte del Condado de Riverside.

• Para solicitar un permiso de ventas de banquetas, proporcione lo
siguiente:

• Solicitud completada y tarifa de permiso de $79,
• Licencia de conductor de CA o tarjeta de identificación, número

de identificación individual del contribuyente o tarjeta de seguro
social (esta información no es un registro público y permanecerá
confidencial),

• Certificado de Registro comercial del Condado de Riverside,
• Permiso válido de la instalación de alimentos móviles de Riverside 

County Environmental Health, si vende alimentos no envasados o 
perecederos.  

SANCIONES Y MULTAS

• Los proveedores que tienen un permiso de venta de aceras, pero
violan los requisitos o restricciones pueden ser multados entre
$100 y $500.

• Los proveedores que no tienen un permiso de venta de aceras
pueden ser multados entre $250 y $1,000 por día.

• El equipo y los artículos del vendedor pueden ser tomados y/o
destruidos si violan ciertas disposiciones de la Ordenanza 853.

REQUISITOS Y RESTRICCIONES

• Mantenga 4 pies de espacio para que los peatones caminen.
• No se puede vender dentro de 500 pies de escuelas primarias,

medias, o secundarias.
